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KOREA: INCHON LANDING IS ALMOST WHOLLY IGNORED 

The Inchon landings, the Marines' progress toward Seoul, and recent  
developments on the  southern f ron t s  are v i r t u a l l y  ignored and Moscow 
concentrates i t s  a t ten t ion  on other  aspects of Korean w a r  propaganda. 
This avoidance i s  not  markedly atypical ,  however, f o r  mi l i t a ry  events 
have general ly  received less a t ten t ion  than p o l i t i c a l  events.  Pr ior  t o  
the  Inchon landings there  were increasingly frequent reviews of the  North 
Korean's favorable mi l i t a ry  posi t ion near Taegu. Such reviews have not 
appeared i n  broadcasts monitored since the  Inchon landing but one 
commentary takes  issue with the  Voice of America f o r  c r i t i c i z i n g  the  
reviews, 

Familiar themes continue t o  receive emphasis. 
of t h e  American's treatment of Koreans--as evidenced i n  the  barbar ic  
bombing of Red Cross establishments and of peacetime indus t r ies  and i n  
the  treatment of war prisoners,  on which subject t he  P a r i s  LE MONDE and 
the  LONDON DAILY WORKER'S Alan Winnington are  quoted. 
themes receiving fami l ia r  treatment are  the  claim t h a t  America is unable 
t o  ge t  from her a l l i e s  the  cannonfodder she requires  f o r  t he  Korean 
adventure, t h e  suffer ing forced on ''the people" by Wall S t r e e t  p ro f i t ee r s ,  
t he  defeats  and low morale of American forces,  and the peoples '  r e j ec t ion  
of American aggression i n  Korea. 
from India  (where "Hands Off A s i n "  and ttWands O f f  Korea" committees a re  
s a i d  t o  be securing wide support), from the  U.S., from Br i ta in ,  e t c .  

The claim t h a t  America i s  planning a t h i r d  war, of which Korea is j u s t  
a s t a r t i n g  point ,  is r e i t e r a t ed  i n  a var ie ty  of contexts.  
I l y a  Ekirenburg includes it i n  a commentary on the  peace movement, and 
commentator Yerusalimsky a l so  expounds the  theory. 
t h a t  t he  memories of Stal ingrad w i l l  de te r  any aggressors having such 
plans, while Yerusalimsky a s s e r t s  t h a t  Secretary Acheson revealed t h a t  
the  Rorean adventure is the prototype of fu ture  aggressive act ions.  

The i l l e g a l i t y  of the  United Nations endorsement of American aggression, 
a theme which has been r e l a t i v e l y  dormant f o r  some weeks, i s  revived as 
Moscow quotes D. N .  P r i t t ,  a former Br i t i sh  M.P. and a lawyer, as 
contending t h a t  t he  absence of t h e  Soviet member of t he  Secur i ty  Council 
inval idated the  26 June decision. 

NEW TIMES a l so  revives  a r e l a t i v e l y  dormant theme--the claim t h a t  t h e  
s t ruggle  in Korea is  p a r t  of the  s t ruggle  f o r  peace. 
of the  w a r  t h i s  theme received a good deal of emphasis, but it has not  
appeared on the  agenda f o r  some time.
