6. AT NO TIME DID ANY OF THE HPSCI MEMBERS OR STAFFERS
DEMONSTRATE PRECONCEIVED BIASES OR SUSPICIONS OF WRONG-DOING
OR IMPROPRIETY. ON THE CONTRARY QUESTIONS ASKED WERE NEUTRAL
IN TONE, AND THE REACTIQONS TO QMMENTS POSITIVE AND
COMPL IMENTARY . GLICKMAN, MCHUGH AND KENNELLY WERE GRALCIOUS AND
NON-CONFRONTATIONAL, SHUSTER AND DORNAN OPENLY SUPPORTIVE AND ALL
